IMRA Online Registration FAQ
1. What is IMRA online registration?
IMRA online registration allows you to beat the queues by paying your annual membership fee online and/or buying a ten race entry voucher for 50 euro. You need a MyIMRA account to avail of either of these options.
2. What is ‘MY IMRA’?
MyIMRA is your online profile on the Irish Mountain Running Association website.  Logging into MyIMRA allows you to edit your profile details including contact information, volunteer to help organise races and register to take advantage of the IMRA car pool facility.
3.  Can I still pay my annual membership fee at a race?
Yes but paying online saves you time and reduces the workload on race volunteers.
4. What do I do once I have paid my annual membership fee online?
You must bring your confirmation email to your first IMRA race of the year where you will receive your annual membership card.
5. Can I buy a Race Voucher card at an IMRA race?
The Race Voucher card can be purchased online only. The race voucher reduces the amount of money collected at races and gives you a lower race entry fee of five euro.
6. What do I do once I have paid for a Race Voucher card online?
You must bring the confirmation email to the race and present it to the cashier at the race who will give your ten race Race Voucher card.
7. How do I use my Race Voucher card?
Present it to the cashier at any race that you enter. The cashier will stamp one of the squares on the Race Voucher Card which will count as one race entry.
8. What if I forget to bring my Race Voucher card to a race?
You will not be able to avail of the discounted race entry fee.  If you don’t have your Race Voucher Card you will be required to pay the standard race entry fee.
9. What if I lose my Race Voucher card?
Lost Race Voucher cards are not replaceable or refundable.
10. What if I have not used up the ten races on my Race Voucher card before the end of the year?
Any unused races at the end of the year will be lost as they cannot be carried forward.
